5.1.8 Alicence for a sex establishment within the Borough may be granted
subject to the application satisfying the Council upon the character of
the locality, use of neighbouring premises and the proposed shop
layout.

The premises must be situated within the mixed use zones of District
Centres.

The Council may decide, with reference to a particular locality,
notwithstanding the application fulfilling the above criteria, that the
appropriate number of sex establishments in that locality should be nil.

5.1.9 If members are minded to grant an application they may prescribe
conditions relating to:

The hours of opening and closing.

Display or advertisements on or in such an establishment.
The visibility of the interior of the shop to passers by.

Such other terms and conditions and restrictions that are to be
standard on all licences.

Any other condition that it is felt necessary for a particular
application.

5.1.10 Provided that the application satisfies the requirement of the Act,
Members may refuse to grant the licence on one or more of the
following grounds:

That the applicant is unsuitable to hold the licence by reason of
having been convicted of an offence or for any other reason.

That if the licence were to be granted the business to which it
relates would be managed by or be carried on for the benefit of a
person other than the applicant, who would be refused the grant of
such a licence if he made the application himself.

That the number of Sex Establishments in the relevant locality at
the time the application is made is equal to, or exceeds the number,
which the Authority considers, is appropriate for that locality.

That the grant of the licence would be inappropriate having regard:

a) To the character of the relevant locality or

b) To the use of which any premises in the vicinity are put or

¢) To the layout, character or condition of the premises in respect
of which the application is made.

We are the Landlords of the above premises and all our trustees gave very careful
consideration to the possibility of the proposed use.
We gave thought to all the following factors;
1. Religious Establishments.
Both C of E & R.C. churches are within walking distance, but neither are on the
same road and are well out of sight. There are, of course, a few bigots in all
religions who would probably love to revert to burning & hanging those whose
views differ from their own.
2. Schools.
There are none in the immediate vicinity — obviously some children may pass,
but the premises stand well back divided by a wall & car park between the
pavement & premises. Today’s teenagers are well aware of sex & some over the
legal age may wish to purchase sex aids. This facility & trade should be available
openly and locally otherwise they may be tempted to take the train to
Birmingham and visit the selection in Broad Street or the large outlet next to
“Toys are us” in Digbeth.
3. Sex Shops generally.
The trade is now fairly well established in most cities & towns in the UK and is
accepted by most. Denying the facility leads to trade being gained elsewhere & a
loss of general trade to the town.
4. Tenancy Application.
We looked carefully at other premises operated by the applicants and found that
they were operated with decorum. Items of a potentially controversial nature
were not displayed in windows, unlike at the Ann Summers shop in the Town
Centre which has a very heavy passing footfall.
Our response to the tenancy application is, therefore, positive & we hope that
you will grant the requisite license.
5. Effect on other neighbouring tenants.
@ Landscape Gardener — Positive view, customers may notice his business.
(ii) Hairdressing & Beauty Business — Apparently a small number of clients
are worried that people may think that they are in a sex shop if their cars
can be seen. The parking area is behind the wall & individual cars cannot
be identified. This business may lose a few customers, but most people
are grown up, mature & well aware of sex. In fact the business will
probably gain from the increased trade in the area.
