MEMBER ATTENDING MEETINGS OF A COMMITTEE OF WHICH HE/SHE IS NOT A MEMBER

Subject to Committee Procedure Rule 17, a member of the Council attending a meeting of a Committee other than as a member of the Committee has no right to speak, but subject to Council Procedure Rule 22 may remain after the Board or Committee has resolved to exclude the public under Section 100A (2) or (4) of the Local Government Act 1972.

The only exception to (1) is

The Scheme for Public Speaking at Plans Board, as included in the Constitution, under which Ward Members have the right to speak for three minutes at such meetings.
