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1.  INTRODUCTION
The receipt of a letter requesting a Review
1.1  Telford and Wrekin Council has received a letter from Hadley and Leegomery Parish Council, requesting that the Council conduct a Community Governance Review of the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward of that Parish with a view to dividing the parish ward into three smaller parish wards.  A copy of this letter is included at Annex 1 of this document.
1.2  The Licensing Committee of Telford and Wrekin Council considered this request at its meeting of 1st September 2009, where the Committee resolved that a review of the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward of the Parish of Hadley and Leegomery be commenced by the preparation for the Committee’s consideration of a Terms of Reference document in accordance with the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act 2007.
1.3  The government has stated that it expects a Terms of Reference document to set out clearly the matters on which a Community Governance Review is to focus and this is the aim of the later chapters of this document.
.  The Terms of Reference is a prompt to local consideration, initial discussions and the exchange of ideas in a Review, which in turn will help Telford and Wrekin Council to prepare Draft Proposals.
The legislative framework for a Review of this sort
1.4  In undertaking this Review, the Council will be guided by Part 4 of the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act 2007 and the relevant parts of the Local Government Act 1972.
  The Council is also required to have regard to Guidance on Community Governance Reviews issued in accordance with section 100(4) of the Act by the government Department for Communities and Local Government and the Electoral Commission.  This Guidance was published in April 2008, and it has been considered carefully as these Terms of Reference have been drawn up.

1.5  Section 81 of the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act 2007 requires the Council to publish this Terms of Reference document.  In our chapter on Consultation, below, we provide details of how this document is being published and publicised. 
How Telford and Wrekin Council deals with making decisions in a Review
1.6  The Council has delegated powers to make decisions in this matter to its Licensing Committee.
  The Committee formally resolved to publish these Terms of Reference at its meeting of 9th November 2009.  In due course, the Committee will publish Draft Proposals which will lay out the Committee’s initial views on how this Review should progress and the changes if any that should be made.   Following a period of consultation, the Committee will then publish its Final Proposals, allowing a further period of consultation before the Committee makes its Recommendations and, if appropriate, makes a Community Reorganisation Order.
The area under Review

1.7  The Licensing Committee of the Council has resolved that the following area shall the subject of this Review:

the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward of the Parish of Hadley and Leegomery
1.8  The Parish of Hadley and Leegomery is divided into two parish wards for the purposes of the election of a council for the parish: the Apley Castle Parish Ward, and the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward.  It may be helpful to note that the Apley Castle Parish Ward is coterminous with the Apley Castle Borough Ward.  However, the Hadley and Leegomery Borough Ward comprises the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward of the Parish of Hadley and Leegomery, together with the Beveley Parish Ward of the Parish of Ketley.  Maps which show the relationship of the parish ward boundaries with the existing Borough ward boundaries are attached to this document.  These can be found at Annex 2.
What is a Community Governance Review?
1.9  A Community Governance Review can consider a range of topics concerning the community governance of the area under Review.   These can include the creation, merging, altering or abolishing of parish areas, the naming of parishes, the electoral arrangements for parishes (creating a council; the number of councillors to be elected to the council; parish warding), and consequential matters such as the ‘knock-on’ effect on the Borough wards or the setting of the commencement dates for any new arrangements.

1.10  In this Review, however, we are only concerned with the warding arrangements in the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward of the Parish of Hadley and Leegomery.

2.  THE PRESENT STRUCTURE OF THE PARISH OF HADLEY AND LEEGOMERY AND ITS ELECTORAL ARRANGEMENTS

What does ‘Electoral Arrangements’ mean?

2.1  ‘Electoral Arrangements’ is a term that covers the way in which a council is constituted for a parish.  It covers:

· whether a parish should have a council;

· the number of councillors to be elected to the council;

· the division (or not) of the parish into wards for the purpose of electing councillors;

· the number and boundaries of any such wards;

· the number of councillors to be elected for any such ward;

· the name of any such ward.
‘Electoral Arrangements’ therefore lie at the heart of this Review.

Hadley and Leegomery’s parish electoral arrangements
2.2  The Parish of Hadley and Leegomery has a council of 16 members.  The Local Government Act 1972 states that the number of parish councillors for each parish council shall not be less than five.
  However, there is little further guidance on appropriate numbers of parish councillors to be elected to a council.  There is no maximum number, and there are no rules relating to the allocations of councillors.  In Annex 3 we present comparative data which shows the council sizes and the ratios of electors to councillors across the whole of our diverse Borough.  At this time Telford and Wrekin Council does not consider that there appears to be a pressing case for greatly increasing or reducing the number of councillors on the parish council.
2.3  The parish is divided into wards for the purposes of the election of the parish council; the existing ward boundaries are shown in maps in Annex 2, and the existing electoral arrangements are shown in Table 2.1.

2.4  These electoral arrangements were laid down in The Borough of Telford and Wrekin (Electoral Changes) Order 2002.  As a period of five years has elapsed since this Order was laid, it will not be necessary to seek the consent of the Electoral Commission if it becomes the intention of the Council to alter the electoral arrangements for the parish.

The relationship with the borough wards
2.5  The Borough of Telford and Wrekin (Electoral Changes) Order 2002 uses the parish wards as the building blocks for the Borough wards, and the boundaries of the parish wards and the Borough wards are therefore co-terminous by-and-large. 
2.6  We have mentioned above that the Apley Castle Parish Ward is coterminous with the Apley Castle Borough Ward.  However, the Hadley and Leegomery Borough Ward comprises the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward of the Parish of Hadley and Leegomery, together with the Beveley Parish Ward of the Parish of Ketley.  The relationship of these boundaries is shown in the maps in Annex 1.
2.7  Borough wards cannot be altered by the Council in a Community Governance Review; they are the responsibility of the Electoral Commission and its Boundary Committee for England.  During a review of this sort, however, recommendations for changes to Borough ward boundaries may arise, and these recommendations may command broad local support.  In such a case, the Council could make recommendations to the Commission for alterations that it considers should be made to the boundaries of the Borough wards, and the Commission could give effect to those recommendations by order.  In considering any such recommendations, the Commission will expect that they have been consulted upon and will expect them to be accompanied by electorate forecasts and maps.
  At this early stage in the Review, the Council has written to the Electoral Commission to inform them of its commencement.
2.8  At this stage in the Review, the Council does not envisage any changes arising to the present Borough wards as a consequence of this Review.

3.  THE HADLEY AND LEEGOMERY PARISH WARD
The parish ward and comparative electorate figures
3.1  In its letter, Hadley and Leegomery Parish Council states: “the ward is considerably larger than others within Telford and Wrekin”.  With 7,430 local government electors, the Hadley and Leegomery parish ward has the highest electorate of any parish ward in the Borough of Telford and Wrekin.  Indeed, the parish ward is larger than 21 of the Borough’s 28 parishes, and the size of the parish ward is placed in perspective when we note that 80 per cent of the 10,000 parishes in England have less than 2,500 electors.
  Annex 3 of this document shows the parish and parish ward electorates in the Borough.

3.2  That annex shows that there is a number of parish wards in the borough that have about 2,000 – 2,500 electors, and they include all the parish wards in Newport and Wellington together with the North parish ward of Oakengates parish, Stirchley, Ketley and Apley Castle parish wards.  There is then a group of larger parish wards with about 3,000 – 4,500 electors: Aqueduct, Brookside, the Central parish ward of Lawley and Overdale parish, Cuckoo Oak, Dawley, Donnington, Madeley, Malinslee, Muxton, Oakengates, Priorslee, St Georges, Trench and Woodside parish wards.  These still leave the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward as by far the largest in the Borough.  
The legislative background to parish wards

3.3  Section 95(3) of 2007 Act gives consideration to warding arrangements for parish councils.  In the legislation, the warding of parishes is considered appropriate where the number or distribution of the local government electors for the parish would make a single election of councillors impracticable or inconvenient.  Furthermore, a warding arrangement is appropriate where it is felt that particular areas of a parish should be separately represented on a parish council. 
3.4  It is convenient to firstly consider the number and distribution of the local government electors in the present Hadley and Leegomery parish ward.  For the purposes of all elections, the size of the present parish ward is such that it has been found to be necessary and convenient to divide the parish ward into three polling districts with their own polling stations.
   “The parish council suggests that as a starting point [in this Review] the existing polling districts of Hadley North, Hadley South and Leegomery could be considered" as an appropriate basis for dividing the existing Hadley and Leegomery parish ward.  The electorate details of these polling districts are shown in Table 3.1, and their boundaries are shown in the maps in Annex 2.

3.5  In its letter, the Parish Council also touches upon the second consideration in the legislation: the desirability of the separate representation of the different parts of a parish on the parish council.   It states: “the size of the [present] ward and the resulting large number of councillors presents difficulties when residents wish to contact their local councillor as they often do not know which one of the twelve to approach… smaller wards with fewer councillors would enable residents to be much clearer about who their own local representatives are.”  

3.6  The legislation suggests that a warding arrangement is appropriate where there is one parish with an overall community of identity but that also comprises different parts.  Telford and Wrekin Council supports the contention that  parish warding arrangements should be clearly and readily understood by and should have relevance for the electorate in a parish; they should reflect clear physical and social differences within a parish: one parish but comprising different parts.  The Council invites electors and other interested bodies in the present Hadley and Leegomery parish ward to consider whether or not  the ward should be divided into smaller parish wards that might provide a better representation on the parish council of the different areas of that large parish ward.
	Question 1
Should the present Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward be divided into smaller parish wards that might provide a better representation on the parish council of the different areas in that present ward?
 


The number and boundaries of parish wards for any new councils
3.7  The Council also invites local views on the appropriate number and boundaries of the parish wards.  The Council would expect to receive guidance on the following topics:
· any proposed wards should reflect distinctive identities and interests in an area based upon sound and demonstrable evidence of any such identities and linkages;

· are the  ward boundaries easily identifiable, and will these boundaries ensure that local ties will not be broken by the fixing of any particular boundaries;

· will the  proposed ward boundaries be clearly understood and will they represent the most appropriate parting of local attachments within a parish that comprises different parts?
3.8  The Council notes the views of Hadley and Leegomery Parish Council that the three existing polling districts provide a “starting point” for the creation of a new warding arrangement.  However, there may be some areas that require closer examination.  For example, Grove Fields and Ripley Close, presently in the Hadley North polling district, exit onto Leegate Avenue, one of the two spinal roads that run through the Leegomery polling district.  Likewise, the Hadley North polling district has a salient bounded by the Haybridge Road and the railway line, and including properties at Brookdale, Elim Court, Haybridge Hall Bungalows, Haybridge Road, Hall Gardens, Manor Heights, Mulberry Court, New Brookdale, Sanderstead Court and Summer House Drive.  At this initial stage in this Review, the Council asks for guidance on these areas.
3.9  At Annex 4, we have provided a detailed analysis of the three polling districts which shows the numbers of properties and electors in each street.  This is intended to help you to estimate what effect any proposals you might have would have on the balance of elector numbers between any parish wards that you might be proposing.
	Question 2
Should the present Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward be divided into smaller parish wards, if yes, how many parish wards are proposed for the area, what areas or streets should be included in them, and what  should be their identified boundaries?
 


The number of councillors to be elected for any proposed parish wards
3.10  If it is proposed that there should be a new warding arrangement for the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward, it will be helpful to the Council to know of local views on the number of councillors to be elected for the parish wards that you are proposing.  The Council would expect consultation responses to have considered::

· the number of local government electors in your proposed parish wards;

· that proposals do not lead to significant differences in levels of representation between the proposed parish wards and that every person’s vote for the parish council will be of near equal weight;

· any change in the number or distribution of the local government electors which is likely to occur during the next five years?
3.11  We have provided information on future developments in the existing parish ward which might have an impact on the number or distribution of the local government electors in the area over the next five years in Section 4 below.

3.12  As has been noted in paragraph 2.2 above, Telford and Wrekin Council does not at this time consider that there is a pressing case for greatly increasing or reducing the number of councillors on the parish council.  However, sometimes it can be appropriate to adjust the overall number of councillors to ensure that there is parity in the levels of representation between the parish wards that are proposed for a parish council.  For example, if a parish has a council of twelve councillors and three wards: ward A with 4,000 electors, ward B with 3,000 electors and ward C with 4,000 electors, it might be appropriate, to maintain parity of representation, for the council size to be reduced to eleven councillors, allocated 4 : 3 : 4 between the three wards.
	Question 3
Should the present Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward be divided into smaller parish wards, if yes, how many councillors would be appropriate for each ward?




Naming of parish wards

3.13  The Council would expect that any new ward name respects existing local or historic place names; it would also want any new ward names to command the support of local people.  The Council therefore suggests that any new ward names will probably make reference to the present area names of Hadley, Hadley Castle and Leegomery.
	Question 4
If the present Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward was to be divided into smaller parish wards, we would like to know of your proposed names for these wards.



The costs of parish ward elections

3.14  In its letter requesting a review, the Parish Council states that three casual vacancies have occurred during the last twelve months in the Hadley and Leegomery parish ward.  These casual vacancies were uncontested, but, if they had resulted in contested elections, together they could have cost the parish a potential of £22,000.  The costs of parish ward casual vacancy elections do vary in accordance with the size of the parish ward and the numbers of electors, postal voters and polling stations that each ward contains.  The costs of three contested casual vacancy elections spread over three smaller parish wards of about 2,500 electors would probably have been in the region of £9,000.
4.  ELECTORATE AND DEMOGRAPHIC FORECASTS

The electorate and electorate forecasts for the Review areas

4.1  The Council has used the latest update to the 2009 Register of Electors published on 1 September 2009 in providing the following parish / parish ward figures of local government electors.

In Annex 4 to these Terms of Reference, we have provided a more detailed breakdown of these statistics based on street level data.

4.2  In considering the number of councillors to be elected for any proposed parish wards, we have asked consultees to give consideration to any change in the number or distribution of the local government electors which is likely to occur during the next five years beginning with the day when the Review starts.
  Electorate forecasts for the Hadley and Leegomery parish ward have been prepared using extant planning permissions and allocations within the Council’s Local Development Framework, and using the multiplier of electors per property presented above.

4.3  The Council notes that some 269 new residential dwellings with current planning permissions are likely to be built in the existing Hadley and Leegomery parish ward during the period 2009/10 – 2013/14.  Details of these new residential developments and their locations are included in Table 4.2.

A note of caution is added to these projections.  The preparation of the Local Development Framework Land Allocations Development Plan Document for the period to 2016 may identify further sites in the Ward that may introduce additional households over this period.  Furthermore, current financial and housing market conditions would suggest that the number of house completions and occupations may well be below the total of projected new dwellings during the next five years.  It is therefore difficult for the Council to give a realistic assessment of the actual numbers of new dwellings that will be completed to occupation.

4.4  It is the government’s guidance that these forecasts should be made available to all interested parties as early as possible in the review process, ideally before the formal commencement of the review so that they are available to all who may wish to make representations.

5.  CONSEQUENTIAL MATTERS

Commencement dates for any new arrangements

5.1    The Council envisages that if an Order is made it will come into effect for Spring 2011.  The following dates are suggested:

1 December 2010 – Publication of the Revised Register of Electors – the new register gives effect to any boundary and electoral arrangement changes;

5 May 2011 – the next ordinary elections of parish and borough councillors in the Borough – the first election to any new parish wards;

9 May 2011 – the existing parish councillors retire and any new parish councillors take up office.

Recommendations to the Electoral Commission for changes to Borough ward boundaries
5.2  The Council does not envisage any changes arising to the present Borough wards as a consequence of this Review.

5.3  Even so, the Council is mindful that it may be appropriate for it to recommend the Electoral Commission to make alterations to the boundaries of the Borough wards.  (This matter has been touched upon in paragraph 2.7 above.)  The Council notes that it will be for the Commission to decide if related alterations should be made and when they should be implemented, and that the Commission may find it appropriate to direct the Boundary Committee for England to conduct an electoral review of affected areas.

5.4  The Council notes that the Electoral Commission will require evidence that the Council has consulted on any proposals for alterations to the boundaries of the Borough wards.
  Of course, such proposals may only become apparent during the course of this Review.  Even so, the Council will consult on any such proposals for alterations at the appropriate stage after they arise.

6.  HOW DOES THE REVIEW PROCEED FROM HERE
6.1  The Council intends that  the outcome of this Review should encompass the broadly held views of the residents of the affected areas insofar as they are compatible with two central legal tests: that community governance in our area should reflect the identities and interests of our communities and that it should be effective and convenient.  We now invite your initial submissions in response to the questions that we have posed, and these should be received by a closing date of 11 January 2010.
6.2  The Council will then prepare its Draft Proposals in this Review.  In its Draft Proposals, the Council will balance the submissions that it has received against the legal tests and policies that have been outlined in this Terms of Reference document.  The Draft Proposals will give our initial proposals for the future of the parish warding arrangements in the Hadley and Leegomery Parish Ward; our proposals may be for no change; they may be for modifications to the existing structure, or they may be for a completely new warding structure here.  We will then allow a period of two months, in accordance with our timetable at Table 7.1, for consultations on our proposals.
6.3  Our Final Proposals will be made in response to the outcome of those consultations.  They may wholly change our Draft Proposals, because we will endeavour again to encompass the broadly held views of the residents of the affected areas insofar as they are compatible with the legal tests and policies.  There will then be a one-month period before the Council publishes its Recommendations in this Review, and this period allows time for any final submissions and arguments to be made covering matters which may not have arisen earlier in the Review.
6.4  If changes to the existing warding arrangements are being recommended, the Review will be completed when the Council adopts a Reorganisation of Community Governance Order.  This Order will also cover any issues that are the consequences of any changes.

7.  CONSULTATION
How the Council proposes to conduct consultations during the Review

7.1  The Council has now drawn up and now publishes this Terms of Reference document.  This document lays out the aims of the Review, the legislation that guides it and some of the policies that the Council considers important in the Review.

7.2  In coming to its Recommendations in this Review, the Council will take account of the views of local people.  The Act requires the Council to consult the local government electors for the area under review and any other person or body who appears to have an interest in the Review and to take the representations that are received into account by judging them against the criteria in the Act.
  In our timetable for the Review, included at Table 7.1, we allow a number of periods for comments and submissions.  These comprise a two-month period after the Terms of Reference are published for initial submissions to be made; a two-month period after the Draft Proposals are published for comments on our proposals, and a one-month period for issues that have not previously been considered to be drawn to the attention of the Council after the Final Proposals are published.

7.3  The Council intends to publish all correspondence received in the Review and all decisions that it takes in the Review, giving its reasons for taking these decisions.  The Council is mindful of the government’s guidance that “community governance reviews should be conducted transparently so that local people and other local stakeholders who may have an interest are made aware of the outcome of the decisions taken on them and the reasons behind these decisions.”
  The Council will endeavour to ensure that local government electors and any other person or body that appears to have an interest in the Review have every opportunity to express their views.  The Council recognises the importance of ensuring full consultation and that more effective proposals will be developed if all stakeholders have a full opportunity to contribute to the Review.
7.4  The Council proposes to use general press releases, its website, the placing of key documents on deposit at civic offices, libraries, relevant parish council offices and contact points, briefing meetings and direct personal communication to achieve these objectives.  The Council has to be mindful of the costs of a Review, and it will endeavour to ensure that the consultation process is cost effective and that only reasonable costs are incurred.

7.5  Comments should be submitted to the Electoral Services Section of the Council’s Democratic Services Business Unit.  They can be submitted either by letter or by e-mail.  We are hoping that you will find our four questions a helpful basis and suggested structure for your comments, but these questions are not intended to be prescriptive.
