Wrockwardine Wood Arts College


Wrockwardine Wood Arts College has now become a foundation school supported by The Pegasus Co-operative Learning Trust.  The governing body of the College consists of:

· 6 parent governors

· 3 local authority governors

· 3 staff governors

· 4 community governors

· 2 foundation governors

The term of office for a governor is 4 years.  Cabinet is requested to nominate the Cabinet Member: Children & Young People (Cllr Stephen Burrell) with the Cabinet Member:  Children & Young People (Cllr Jayne Greenaway) as his nominated deputy.

English Heritage - Heritage Champion


Local authorities play a crucial role in the protection and management of the historic environment and Telford & Wrekin Council has been requested by English Heritage to appoint a Heritage Champion to facilitate the co-operation between the two bodies. To date 73% of the local authorities in the West Midlands have appointed a Heritage Champion.  Cabinet is requested to appoint the Cabinet Member:  Housing, Regeneration & Prosperity as this Council’s Heritage Champion.
