3.1
Meeting Point Trust 

The Council has for many years appointed three representatives to the Meeting Point Trust.  However, following a query raised by Councillor R.G. Chaplin, the Trust has clarified that the Council is entitled to six representatives but has never previously exercised this option.

Severn Gorge Countryside Trust


The Council appoints five representatives to the Trust one of which is Councillor S.M. Kelly.  However, he has indicated that he wishes to resign and Councillor R.K. Austin has nominated Councillor L. Lomax to take his place.

Woodside Regeneration Partnership


Councillor G.P. Hossell was appointed as the Council’s representative on the Partnership.  He has indicated that he wishes to resign and Councillor A.J. Eade has nominated Councillor E.J. Carter, Cabinet Member:  Housing, Regeneration & Prosperity to replace him.

Telford Millennium Community Steering Group


At its meeting on 23rd February, 2010 the Cabinet agreed that the Council’s representation on the Steering Group should consist of the Cabinet Member:  Housing, Regeneration & Prosperity and a nominated Ward Member together with the Corporate Director (Strategic Lead) for Housing, Regeneration & Prosperity.  The nominated Ward Member was Councillor S.M. Kelly but this information was omitted from the report considered by Cabinet in June 2010.
