Davies, J. Loveridge together with Graham Bould and Louise Lomax, be nominated as the Council’s representatives for the period November 2011 to November 2012;

NEW APPOINTMENTS
3.1
Telford & Wrekin Flood Risk Management Board
The Board consists of the relevant Telford & Wrekin Cabinet Member and senior Officers, along with representation from the Environment Agency, utility companies and the emergency services.

The main objective of the Group is to develop a strategic approach to flood and drainage management, to receive reports from specific working groups and, where applicable, to inform other related working groups such as the Local Resilience Forum. It ensures that information on key work programmes relating to drainage and flood management in Telford & Wrekin is shared between agencies.

The Board meets formally every six months, but further ad hoc meetings may take place as and when required. 
3.2 Lightmoor/ Telford & Wrekin Council Liaison Group
The group consists of officers from Bournville Village Trust, together with Members and appropriate officers from Telford & Wrekin Council.
3.3 Severn Gorge Countryside Trust

As Members are aware the annual nominations for representatives to the Trust are made at the start of the municipal year.  However, the Trust holds its Annual General Meeting in November and the Council has been requested to make its nominations in accordance with this timescale.  

It is, therefore, recommended that the nominations made by the Conservative Group in June 2010 be approved for the period June-October 2011 and the Labour Group nominations be approved for the period November 2011- November 2012.  Members are asked to note that, following the Borough Elections, the Conservative nominations for Sean Kelly and John Dixon have been replaced by nominations for Councillor T.J. Hope and Elizabeth Mollett.

3.4 Shropshire, Telford & The Marches Strategic Rail Group

The group is an advisory elected Member led group, supported by officers, comprising representatives from Shropshire Council, Telford & Wrekin Council, Hereford Council, Wrexham, Chester and Cheshire Council. 

3.5 West Mercia Supplies Audit Committee
The Council already appoints two Members to the West Mercia Supplies Joint Committee, but has been requested to appoint a different Member to their Audit Committee. It is suggested that the Chair of the Council’s Audit Committee would be an appropriate representative.

The nominations to represent the Council on Outside Bodies dealt with in this report are those which are appointed on an annual basis.  Other organisations on which the Council has representation are appointed for varying periods.  Reports requesting nominations in relation to these will be brought to Cabinet as required.
