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1.  Review of polling districts and polling places in the Borough of Telford and Wrekin

1.1  The reason for the review

The Representation of the People Act 1983 places a duty on the Council to divide the Borough into polling districts and to designate a polling place for each district.  The Council also has a duty to keep these polling arrangements under review.

The last general review in Telford and Wrekin was completed by the Council on 6th March 2008.  In accordance with Section 18C(4) of the Act, a further review of each polling district and polling place in the area must be completed before the end of the period of four years starting with the completion of the previous such review.

The arrangements made for parliamentary elections are also used at other elections.

1.2  How the review is conducted
The Licensing Committee of the Council is delegated to deal with this matter, and the legislation lays down how the review is to be conducted.  The Committee, on the Council’s behalf, will resolve that a review is to take place.  It will then ask the Returning Officer to make his representations on existing and proposed polling arrangements.  The Council will publish the Returning Officer’s proposals and will invite comments.  The Committee will consider these before final recommendations are drawn up and agreed.

The consultation must seek comments from people who have particular expertise in relation to access to premises or facilities for persons who have disabilities.

Any elector may make representations.  It is proposed that the consultation will also include local political parties, borough ward councillors and the parish councils.

1.3  The role of the Electoral Commission
The Commission, while not having direct responsibilities for the review, can intervene where it considers that the reasonable requirements of electors or the needs of disabled electors have not been taken into account.

The following can ‘appeal’ to the Commission:

· thirty or more registered electors;
· any person who has made comments during the review;
· any person who is not an elector but who has expertise in access to premises or facilities for disabled people.

The Commission could direct the Council to alter any polling arrangements that arise from the review, and the Commission could make these alterations itself if the Council failed to respond within two months.

1.5  Making comments
Anyone intending to make comments is strongly urged to read the introductory comments to the Returning Officer’s proposals.
The Returning Officer has found that, by and large, the boundaries of our polling districts are co-terminous with the existing borough and parish ward boundaries.  These boundaries are not covered by this review.  In turn, therefore, changes cannot be recommended by the Returning Officer where they would affect the existing borough and parish ward boundaries.  Even so, in several locations, borough and parish wards are divided into two or more polling districts, because this arrangement is convenient to the electors, and alterations to these boundaries, shown by black broken lines on the attached plans, can be make.

Throughout the review, all working papers, minutes of meetings and correspondence will be available for public inspection at the Elections Office, Civic Offices.  All items will be published when the review has been completed.
2.  The Returning Officer’s Proposals
2.1  Introduction
The pattern of polling districts and polling places in the Borough of Telford and Wrekin has evolved to meet successive boundary changes to borough and parish wards and to meet the convenience of electors across the borough.  By and large, it ensures that electors have reasonable facilities for voting.  Furthermore, in line with the Council’s policies, every attempt has been made to ensure that polling stations are accessible to electors who are disabled.  Therefore, the proposals for change in this review have been kept to a minimum.

2.2  Guidelines
The Returning Officer and the Council have adopted the following policies in this Review.  
· any proposals for the creation of new polling districts must identify a publicly available building within the proposed polling district for use as a polling station;
· the electors of different electoral areas (parliamentary constituencies at parliamentary elections or borough or parish wards at local elections) should not in normal circumstances vote together at the same polling station because of the risks to the integrity of an election that must inevitably follow;
· polling district boundaries should not cross existing parish, parish ward or borough ward boundaries and polling districts should be wholly contained within an existing parish, parish ward or borough ward;
· ideally there should be no more than 2,500 polling station voters allocted to a polling station, and the high numbers of postal voters in the borough (presently about 40,000 in an electorate of 123,000) together with the use of ‘dual polling stations’ in the same building should be used to ensure that this target is met;

· there is a strong presumption against the use of portable buildings as polling stations, not least, because of the additional costs to the public purse that arise from the hire, setting up and equipping of a portable building;
· schools are not always available for use as polling stations, and there is a presumption against the closure of schools for this purpose;

The following requirements are laid down in the Representation of the People Act 1983, and they are also adopted by the Returning Officer and the Council as key policies:

· the council will seek to ensure that all electors have such reasonable facilities for voting as are practicable in the circumstances;

· the council will seek to ensure that, so far as is reasonable and practicable, every polling place is accessible to electors who are disabled;

· every parish shall be in a separate polling district;

· ideally the polling place should be in its own polling district.

2.3  The Tables
Following a summary of the proposed changes, each borough ward is dealt with separately.  The tables show the existing polling arrangements in each borough ward:

· the polling district identity letters

· the polling place for the district

· the polling station at that place

· the number of electors on 5 May 2011 (the date of the last borough elections) including attainers ‘rising 18’ 
· disabled access, including where this is achieved by the use of a temporary ramp.

A set of ward maps showing the present polling districts follows the tables.

2.4  Glossary of terms
Borough wards – The division of the borough into areas for the purposes of electing councillors to represent its different parts.  The Borough of Telford and Wrekin is divided into 33 borough wards, but the wards are not the subject of this review.

Boundary reviews – the reviews of the boundaries of parishes, boroughs or parliamentary constituencies.  Boundary reviews are not part of this review.  

Electoral arrangements – the allocation of councillors to a council and the division of a parish or borough into wards with the allocation of councillors to wards.  The electoral arrangements of the parishes and of the borough are not the subject of this review.

Parish wards – The division of a parish into areas for the purposes of electing councillors to represent the different parts of the same parish.  The parish of Wellington is divided into seven parish wards; the parish of Hollinswood and Randlay is an unwarded parish.  The parish wards are not the subject of this review.
Polling arrangements – the provision of reasonable and convenient facilties for the electors to cast their votes by the division of a constituency into polling districts with polling places and polling stations
Polling district – an area in the constituency for which the electors vote together at the same polling place.  The polling district is defined by the Council.
Polling district letters – three letters that distinguish the polling district and that, together with the elector’s number from the register of electors for that district, make up the elector’s distinctive and unique electoral registration number.  The polling districts in the Telford Borough Constituency have polling district letters beginning with T, while those in The Wrekin County Constituency begin with W.

Polling place – a readily identifiable place within the polling district to which the electors will go to vote.  The polling place is defined by the Council.
Polling station – the building or part of a building at the polling place which will serve as the venue for the poll; the extent of the polling station will depend upon local circumstances.  The polling station is chosen by the Returning Officer.

Polling districts TDM and TDY comprise the Aqueduct parish ward of the parish of Dawley Hamlets; polling districts TDA, TDX and TDZ comprise the Dawley parish ward of the parish of Great Dawley.  The boundaries between polling districts TDM and TDY where they meet the boundaries of polling districts TDA and TDZ serve as parish boundaries and cannot be altered in this review.  
However, there have been some concerns expressed by electors at recent elections with regard to the boundaries between polling districts TDA and TDX – the internal polling district boundaries within the Dawley parish ward of the parish of Great Dawley.  The Returning Officer is proposing the creation of a new polling scheme for part of the Dawley parish ward of the parish of Great Dawley and the proposal is shown on the attached map.  The proposal would balance the two polling districts TDX and TDA; TDX would have about 1,592 electors, while TDA would have about 1,813.  It would remove the anomaly whereby electors of Dawley town centre currently pass one polling station to vote at another at greater distance.  In turn, each new polling district would be served by a polling station that would be convenient and central to the district.
At this time, the future of the Webb Youth Club building is in some doubt.  It is the Returning Officer’s proposal that the polling place for polling district TDA should be Dawley, and, if the Webb Youth Club building ceases to be available, the Returning Officer will make every attempt to find a suitable and convenient publicly available building in Dawley.  This may require setting up a ‘dual station’ in Dawley Christian Centre, High Street, Dawley, to provide polling stations for the electors of both TDA and TDX polling districts.

Polling district WEM comprises the parish of Eyton upon the Weald Moors; polling districts WER amd WEW comprise the parish of Ercall Magna; polling district WEY comprises the parish of Waters Upton, and polling district WEZ comprises the parish of Kynnersley.  The boundaries between those polling districts that also serve as parish boundaries cannot be altered in this review.  
Polling district WEM comprises the parish of Eyton upon the Weald Moors.  This parish does not have a parish council.  The electors of this parish vote with the electors of the parish of Kynnersley which comprises polling district WEZ.  This may not be a wholly acceptable position, not least, because the electors are required to travel through Preston, where another polling station is located, on their way to Kynnersley to vote.  However Eyton and Kynnersley are in the same borough ward, and the Returning Officer is anxious to avoid the risks involved when electors from different borough wards vote together at the same polling station.  As the position currently stands, the risks associated with holding different elections in the same polling station will only arise at parish elections.

Polling District WHB comprises the Beveley ward of the parish of Ketley, and the electors of the polling district presently vote with the electors of the Ketley ward of the same parish at Ketley Community Centre.  However, the Beveley parish ward is otherwise in a different borough ward and in a different parliamentary constituency to the Ketley parish ward, and different elections therefore occur at the same polling station.  The Returning Officer has indicated his concerns about the risks associated with holding different elections in the same polling station.  However, in this case the electorates involved are very small, and until the further development of Beveley takes place no alternative venue for a polling station for these electors can be identified.
Polling districts WHC, WHL and WHM are now coterminous with the Hadley Castle, Leegomery and Hadley Manor parish wards of the parish Hadley and Leegomery following The Borough of Telford and Wrekin (Reorganisation of Community Governance)(Hadley and Leegomery Parish Warding) Order 2010.  As the boundaries between these polling districts also serve as parish or parish ward boundaries, they cannot be altered in this review.

During the local elections in May 2011, while building works were ongoing at Abraham Darby School, it proved difficult to locate a suitable polling station for polling district TMD, and the Community Room at Self Unlimited, Forbes Close was used. This led to some local criticism, although the Returning Officer found that elector turnout was not adversely affected by the necessary relocation. The Returning Officer’s attention has often been drawn to the inconvience that the electors to the west of the Dawley Green Way find in having to cross this arterial route to vote at George Chetwood Court.  Some 594 electors are affected, of whom about 215 vote by post.

The Returning Officer is proposing the creation of a new polling district to accommodate these electors, comprising the western corner of the borough ward with the polling place of Dawley Bank.  Unless a further publicly available building is identified within this area, it is proposed that the polling station for these electors should be Dawley Baptist Church, Bank Road, which directly adjoins the borough ward boundary.  For UK and European parliamentary elections, the electors in the new polling district could vote together with the electors of polling district TLE in the Lawley and Overdale Borough Ward in the same polling station.  This arrangement would only raise the polling station electors to about 990, and it would ensure that for those elections the proposal would not lead to additional costs.  However, for local elections, where maintaining the integrity of separate ward elections is paramount, there would need to be two polling stations within the same room at Dawley Baptist Church, and this would lead to increased costs to the public purse.

However, the risks associated with holding different elections in the same polling station will only arise at parish elections; the number of electors affected is small, and each parish ward is otherwise in the same borough ward and the same parliamentary constituency.

As the boundary between the two polling districts WNS and WNV serves as a parish boundary, it cannot be altered in this review.
