SCRUTINY CALL–IN re: Civic Offices
Councillor H Unwin, Chairman of the Housing Regeneration & Prosperity Scrutiny Committee stated that the Housing Regeneration and Prosperity Scrutiny Committee had met on the 4th October to consider the call in on the decision taken by Cabinet on the 14th September on the Telford Town Centre Civic Offices.

It had been a unanimous decision of the Scrutiny Committee to  recommend  to Cabinet that Scrutiny will be involved in the future development of the plans for the Civic Offices. 
Key timescales had been identified as the public consultation/ information during October 2010 and the Complete Tender Evaluation in March 2011. It was agreed that reports be requested for presentation to the Housing Regeneration and Prosperity Scrutiny Committee on 21st October 2010 – Report on the public consultation and information and February 2011 (date tbc) – report on the tender evaluation prior to completion in March 2011.

It was also  recognised that as the project progresses the dates may change and Members of the Committee may request additional information.

It was also recommended by the Committee that Cabinet agree to inform all Members at the earliest opportunity of any future decisions or announcements regarding the Civic Offices.

Councillor E Carter, Cabinet Member for Housing, Regeneration & Prosperity commented that he welcomed the opportunity to work with Scrutiny Members at the meetings outlined and looked forward to the Council providing the Borough with new and impressive Civic Offices as part of the Southwater Development.
The Head of Governance requested that Cabinet re-affirm its decision of 14th September 2010 to approve the new Civic Offices design, external configuration, size and appearance;  and procedural steps necessary to ensure a successful project.
