PART B) – ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

4. INFORMATION

4.1
The Cabinet, at its meeting on 24 November, 2008 appointed two representatives, Councillors S. Bentley and T.J Hope, to the Telford & Wrekin Local Access Forum for a two year term ending in November 2010.

4.2
Section 94 of the Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000 (CRoW) imposed a duty on Local Highway Authorities to establish a Local Access Forum for their area.
4.3

The purpose of the Telford & Wrekin Local Access Forum is to provide advice to Telford & Wrekin Council (and the Countryside Agency and other bodies specified in S94(4) of the CRoW Act if required to do so) on how to improve public access to land for open-air recreation and enjoyment of the area.

4.4

Membership is selected to achieve a balance between users of rights of way (walkers, horse riders, cyclists, people with limited mobility) and owners and occupiers of access land or land crossed by local rights of way.  Additionally, interests such as wildlife conservation, tourism, sport and recreation, health, and outdoor education can be represented if relevant. 

4.5

Telford & Wrekin Local Access Forum comprises 12-20 representatives appointed by the Council as follows:- 

· 2-5 to represent users of public rights of way

· 2-5 to represent landowners and farmers 

· 5-7 to represent other interests

· 1-3 Telford and Wrekin Councillors & Parish Councillors

4.6

Members are appointed for two years, but may be re-appointed for a further term or terms, without limit.
