1. [bookmark: Recommendation_Extra]HIGHWAYS COMMENTS 

0. Additional comments have been received from the Highways Officer re-confirming that Court Street is capable of accommodating the additional trips generated by the development. It is also noted that there was a school on this site which overall generated far more vehicular trips than that proposed by the 53 residential units. 

0. With regard to the issue of access to the rear of existing properties fronting onto Court Street, it is understood that the route to the rear of those properties is Council owned (not adopted as Highway, it is managed by Estates) but the route is unrestricted for residents use. This road was also recently resurfaced under the Councils ‘Pride In Your Community’ initiative in order to enhance accessibility to parking at the rear of these units gardens. In addition to this the Local Highway Authority negotiated a new 23 space car park for the Court Street residents off this access road as part of the new medical practice development. This car park has been constructed and should be being used by residents to negate the need to park on Court Street.

0. Having regard to the above comments, the Highways Authority raise no additional concerns and confirm that no objection is raised to the principle of the proposed development. 

2.0 	CONCLUSION 
2.1	On the basis of the updates, no revisions to the recommendation or proposed conditions are required.
2.2	The recommendation to the Planning Committee on this application is that DELEGATED AUTHORITY be granted to the Development Management Service Delivery Manager to Grant Planning Permission subject to the following:
