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Notes:

1. The Contractor should check all heights, sizes and dimensions on site before works
commence and any errors should be reported to Woodsyde Developments Limited.
2. Figured dimensions shall take preference to scaling, with any errors reported to
Woodsyde Developments Ltd.
3. Access is located to maximise junction visibility along Class Il Road. Junction visibility
is shown to be based on the 30mph speed limit in force along site road frontage and
indicated to be 4.5m x 43m in both directions. However visibility in excess of these
dimensions are available and visibility splays to accord with an 85%tile speed of 45mph
(76.05m) have also been indicated on the plan from an 'x' distance of 2.4m. The existing
hedge shall be replanted min 1m behind the junction visibility splays. As the site falls
within a marked 30mph speed limit, the visibility splays have been calculated in
accordance with the current guidance provided in Manual for Streets 1 and 2. This
guidance is generally considered applicable for traffic speeds up to and including
50mph.
4. The junction visibility envelope is to be lowered and cleared of any planting and
maintained to a height not exceeding 0.26m above the adjacent highway carriageway.
5. Forward visibility has been indicated on both approaches to the proposed access with
an indication of the vehicle locations along Roden Lane and at the proposed junction.
These indicate that forward visibility is available to an approximate distance of 97.38m
in an easterly direction and 95.42m in a westerly direction. These dimensions are in
excess of a 50mph traffic speed.
6. The proposed access shall be minimum 6.75m wide for the first 20m to allow the
simultaneous entry and exit of all vehicles attracted to the site. As a minimum the first
20m of the access shall be finished to a tarmacadam finish. The access will be typically
4m wide and will be provided with a suitable passing area at mid point along the straight
section of road. This will be typically 6m wide, 20m long and include 5m tapers.
7. The distribution of light from a 16.5m HGV with full beam is indicated at multiple
points along the proposed access road. A vehicle on full beam approximately has a
spread of 10m and an overall projection of 150m along any carriageway. It can be seen

that at no point along the track will the distribution of light be greater on the existing
properties than that already exists from the adjacent highway.
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
